On the final day of the programme each team 

present their business ideas, creations and 

discoveries to a panel of judges at a business expo.  

The judges, who are typically local business people, 

celebrities and Members of Parliament, evaluate each 

team’s presentation and determine a winning team.

•	 Form a virtual company, with an organisational structure and 

directors roles.

•	 Devise a product which solves a problem, or fills a need.

•	 Research the product, target market and competition.

•	 Develop a business plan including strategic planning, finance, 

sales and marketing and production elements.

•	 Prepare and deliver a 10 minute presentation of their business to 

the panel of judges.
