According to Employers and Manufacturers Association Northern (EMA) Acting CEO Bruce Goldsworthy, “EMA promotes the Business NZ Challenge because the programme helps equip students with the sort of skills that employers are looking for. It gets them work ready by showing young people how they can successfully navigate the journey from school into the most interesting careers.”
