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Frequently asked questions

YE Certificate and related components Qualifications questions

Question:
Who issues the YE Certificate? 

Answer:
Young Enterprise Trust. YE Trust will send to each school the YES Certificates for each student and official confirmation of the eligibility of each student to apply for the credit equivalents.
Question:
Who is allowed to deliver the YE Certificate? 

Answer:
Only NZQA registered providers.  YE Trust offer the opportunity to deliver the certificate to any school which is running a YES company and has a YES Certificate trained teacher.  The agreement forms will be sent to the school for signing and returning to YE Trust once schools have registered their student companies. If the school does not register, the students can not claim the credit equivalents at the end of the year.

Question:
Does the YE Certificate have an award system of achieve, merit and excellence? 

Answer:
The YES Certificate is a qualification and qualifications do not have NZQA award levels attached to them.  The only items that have these award levels are the Achievement Standards and the YE Certificate is not an Achievement Standard. 
Question:
What are the individual components of the YE Certificate? 

Answer:
The two components are the YE Course requirements and YE Exam.

Question:
Can these components count separately for NCEA? 

Answer:
In 2007, NZQA approved separate credit inclusion for the YE Exam and the YE Course requirements.

*The YE Exam is worth 14 credit equivalents at level 3 and the YE Course Requirements are worth 10 credit equivalents at level 3.

Question:
Do the YE Certificate’s credit equivalents count for entrance to University? 

Answer:
Yes.  A ruling from the Committee on University Academic Programmes, Sub committee on University Entrance follows: 

“Students who have gained literacy and numeracy and 14 level 3 credits in each of the two approved subjects may be considered to have reached the university entrance standard and be admitted ad eundem statum (AES) at entrance level if they have in addition completed the YES Certificate.”

*Please note that the common university entrance standard applies to all NZ universities but does not guarantee entry to all degree programmes – students should check with their school careers adviser on particular entry criteria.

NZQA related questions

Question:
How can the level three 24 credit equivalents be counted? 

Answer:
The credit equivalents are counted because the YE Certificate has a level and a number of credit equivalents from its registration as a Qualification.  

Question:
Do the credit equivalents count toward NCEA?
Answer:
YES

Question:
Do the credit inclusions appear on the student record of learning?
Answer:
No - Credit inclusion doesn’t appear on the Record of Learning, which is for 


standards based credits only (Achievement standards and Unit standards).  

This information was given to schools in 2003, in Update 17 in March and again in 

Circular 80 dated 22 August. to count the YES credit equivalents for the NCEA, 

             NZQA needs the student’s NSN number and a credit equivalents application form is             
                          sent to NZQA.  


The student will be informed that NCEA has been granted but only the NQF credits

will appear on the Record of Learning.  For example, students might have 56 NQF

credits but gain the NCEA because the remaining required credits are made up from

the 24 from the YES Certificate.

Question:
Does the student receive any form of recognition from NZQA? 

Answer:
NZQA have agreed to confirm the application for credit equivalents.  NZQA will notify the school that the credit equivalents have been recorded.

Question:
What forms are needed for the credit equivalent application?

Answer:
The documents required are:

1. NZQA form Credit inclusion (included in part 3 of the YE Certificate CD)
2. Results Statement from YETrust. 

Question: 
Can students get credits by doing the components of the YE Certificate separately?

Answer:
The YE Exam at Level 3 is worth 14 credit equivalents at level 3.



The YE Course requirements are worth 10 credit equivalents at level 3.



Students who attain both Course Completion and the Examination may apply for credit inclusion of them in the same year or in different years.

Question:
What do credit exclusions apply to?

Answer:
Credit exclusions apply to the YE Certificate and the YE Course requirements.  There are no credit exclusions for the YE Exam.

Question:
Is there someone at NZQA who can help us with NCEA related questions for the YES Certificate?

Answer:
The contact person there is Liz Scally liz.scally@nzqa.govt.nz and she is very helpful.

Young Enterprise Qualifications operational questions

Question:
When do schools receive the YE Trust results? 

Answer:
It will depend on when teachers send the results to YE Trust.  The dates are on the bottom of the Teacher Master Sheet.  
The process for NZIM is the same.  YE Trust provide a results sheet to schools for the applications to NZIM.

Question:
What do students receive? 

Answer:
YE Trust will issue a Certificate to each student gaining the 24 credit equivalents.  The credit equivalents and the level will be recorded on the bottom of the certificate.  

For students gaining NZIM paper 836 (and paper 807), confirmation comes from NZIM and then the school needs to apply for the credit equivalents from NZQA using the NZIM confirmation.

Question:
Is there an additional fee for the exam (or is it covered by the NCEA fees the students will pay)?
Answer:
The YES Exam fee is $25. This is in addition to their YES registration fee..

Question:
What happens if we cannot access the online registration for the exam or a student 

candidate is not listed?

Answer:

Question:
When will the students have to pay the exam fee?

Answer:
An invoice will be sent to the schools within 10 days of the exam registration closing.  (Registrations close in early June).  Case studies will be posted at the start of term 3 if full payment has been received.  



If your students are NOT going to sit the exam, DO NOT CLICK THE EXAM BUTTON

Question:
Can we offer NZIM as an option for those who fail the YE Certificate exam - because schools have to put in their final entries in June and payment for NZQA date is well before the notification of NCEA (in January)? 

Answer:
YES Certificate and NZIM papers count for credit equivalents and have different time frames from the sequence associated with achievement and unit standards and NQF credits.  Entries for NCEA credits are a matter for teachers/schools to resolve with NZQA.



Students can only count the NCEA credit equivalents once - either as 24 with the 

YES Certificate or 10 with NZIM.  To get the NZIM paper, students need to have 

              completed the course requirements as set out by YE Trust for YES 



If the student fails the YES Exam, 10 credit equivalents can be counted towards the 

NZIM paper provided the course requirements have been met.  



If the student wants both the YE Course requirements and the NZIM paper 836 as

well, that can be done as long as the student does not want the credit equivalents

attached to both as well.  The student will need to apply for the NZIM paper, using the 

YE course requirements as the criteria, but without getting the credit equivalents.  

Question:
What is the time frame for registering for NZIM?  Is it sensible for schools to register if this is the only NZIM option - and only a backup one at that?

Answer:
You can wait and register with NZIM at the end of the year, when you know your students need the cross credits.



Check with NZIM regarding the fee structure

Question:
Is compassionate consideration available?

Answer:
Whatever the regulations that have applied to Bursary for compassionate consideration will apply to the YE Certificate.  YE Trust requires the application for compassionate consideration to be made to them with the relevant documentation (e.g. doctor’s certificate) within 10 (ten) days of the Exam date.  At the same time, teachers need to decide where the student is ranked in their group of students.  Nominate six persons (three above and three below) and when the marks are declared, the student will get a mark in between the nominated candidates.  


There is no re-sit opportunity for the same examination, no scripts are returned and the marks declared by the YES Exam Board are final.



Because the YE Certificate can be counted for UE, the academic board of the 


YES Exam will examine applications for compassionate consideration very 


closely. Information on conditions for compassionate consideration will be 


posted on the YE Trust website before the examination.
